Policy on Use of ALEPH Mailing Lists and Email Lists


ALEPH's policy addresses two types of postal mail and two ways in which we use our electronic lists.

The first type of mail is informative. This may include, flyers, catalogs and registration information for the ALEPH Kallah and other conferences, seminars, retreats, publications and events. It also includes notification about workshops, Shabbatons, and other offerings of ALEPH projects. Finally, it includes notices about programs co-sponsored by ALEPH or Jewish renewal events being sponsored by other organizations. 

As of November, 2009, as an environmental and economic measure, Kol ALEPH, the ALEPH newsletter, will be distributed by email rather than postal mail. ALEPH will continue to explore alternatives to reduce the carbon footprint of its communications.


The second type of mail is solicitation mail.  This includes an annual membership renewal reminder that comes directly from ALEPH. ALEPH believes in Tikkun Olam as an integral part of any spiritual path. Therefore, a limited number of requests are approved to give or sell one-time use of ALEPH’s list to organizations working in a Jewish context to bring about peace, justice, environmental sanity, promote spiritual practice, improve Jewish education, etc.

The mailing list for official ALEPH-sponsored events comes directly from the ALEPH office.  The mailing list that ALEPH shares on a one-time use basis with other organizations comes to them from a professional mail list management firm that monitors it closely to insure that it is only used once as approved, and not incorporated into some third party’s mailing list.  


Members may ask that their mailing information not be shared with other groups.  However, that will preclude receiving notices about visits by dynamic Jewish renewal teachers or renewal events that may be happening in their area (e.g., if a local JCC or a mainstream congregation invited a renewal rabbi to speak and asked for our list to publicize the event, such members would not be on it). We do this very rarely, and only for purposes that we judge to be of interest to the majority of our members. 


ALEPH e-lists, including lists collected from ALEPH events such as the Kallah, as well as addresses from ALEPH-sponsored listserves, will not be sold, leased or exchanged for permanent use or incorporation into other lists.  With ALEPH Board or executive staff approval, messages from ALEPH projects or other compatible sources may be distributed to ALEPH's list(s).  Such messages may include a solicitation to recipients to opt-in to the originating project's own e-list, but no one on the ALEPH list may be subscribed to another e-list without the recipient's permission.
